Don’t let your forest pests visit North Dakota

Did you know that North Dakota has trees? It does! For instance, it has 78 million ash trees, all of which
are at risk of infestation by emerald ash borer. Large loads of firewood from all over the nation are being
brought into North Dakota, destined for the protest area surrounding the Dakota Access Pipeline adjacent
to the Standing Rock Sioux Reservation. As someone who cares about firewood and forest pests, you
are highly encouraged to educate the public in your state about whether or not there are legal and/or
ecological concerns with moving firewood from where you are, into North Dakota. Your messages need
not be limited to emerald ash borer — others like gypsy moth and various pests of pine are also of
concern.
