How you can help stop 
the spread of forest pests 
in Tennessee:
• Leave firewood at home - don’t transport it 
   to campgrounds or parks. 

• Use firewood from local sources near 
where you’re going to burn it, or purchase 
state or federally certified firewood.

• If you have moved firewood, burn all of it 
   before leaving your campsite. 

• Tell your friends not to move firewood. 
Remind them that in quarantined Tennessee 
counties it is illegal to move firewood.
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
